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A letting may be defined as any use of school buildings and grounds other than by school and its partners.  This may be by a community group or organisation.

The following activities fall within the corporate life of the school.  These activities are not considered to be lettings and costs arising from these uses are therefore a legitimate charge against the school’s delegated budget:

· Governing body meetings

· Extra-curricular activities for pupils organised by the school

· School performances

· Parents meetings

· Parents and friends events

· Services provided by partner organisations e.g. Teaching Schools Alliance, St Helens Council

· Staff training

The Governing Body will also consider other services which may be of use to the school community.  Currently the WASP Breakfast Club, which is run by a charity, uses the school premises at no charge as this enables low cost childcare to be provided which is valued by the school community 

Considering applications for lettings

Organisations seeking to hire the school premises should approach the Head Teacher and an application would be considered at the next Governing Body meeting.  The Governors would take in to account
· The schools equal opportunities, health and safety, safeguarding policies

· Health and safety considerations such as numbers of users, type of activity, qualifications of instructors e.t.c.

· The availability of facilities and staff

· The security of the premises 

· The benefits to the school and school community 

The Governing Body would then decide on an appropriate rate of charge and issue a lettings contract.  

School will not be able to accommodate 

· Commercial activities

· Events selling alcohol

· Activities promoting gambling
